The Chiswick Book Festival is a celebration of reading and writing,
bringing together top authors and their readers. We've tried to provide
something for everyone, from a morning of children’s events to a drama
about D H Lawrence. There are also sessions on history, poetry, women'’s
fiction, blography, creative writing, satire and more. Readers can buy
signed copies of the latest books and meet the authors.

Now in its third year, the Chiswick Book Festival is a non-profit-making
community event which raises money for 5t Michael's and three charities
which support reading and literacy:

- RNIB Talking Books Service and Books for Children supporting blind and
partially-sighted pecple. This year we sponsored the Talking Book of Sister
by Rosamund Lupton, who will speak at this year’s Festival

- InterAct Reading Service which uses actors to provide a reading service
for stroke patients in hospital

- The Letterbox Club which works with local authorities to send book parcels
to children aged 7 to 11 in foster families, to improve their educational
outlook. It's part of Booktrust and one of its patrons is Jacgueline Wilson,
who spoke at the first Festival.
